Learning Objectives 
This course is designed to help you improve your English language skills to prepare you for 
living, working and studying in the UK and to be able to use English for international 
communication.  
 
Key information 

• qualified, experienced teachers and programme leaders 

• Dundee and Angus College is a member of English UK and is accredited by the British 
Council 

• 16 hours per week on 2.5 days a week. This consists of 15 hours tuition and 1 hour 
guided self-study (3 hours online at Upper-int & Advanced levels)

Course outline 

• strong focus on interactive communication for all levels 

• vocabulary, grammar and pronunciation 

• listening, reading, speaking, writing 

• English for work and study  

• Scottish Qualifications Authority qualifications (units) for ESOL  

• integrated use of technology 

• focus on study skills 

• project work with a special focus on Scotland 

• guided self-study in college – one hour a week 

• one to one support from a dedicated group tutor 

• cultural visits and events – around six a year (free or cost up to £10 each) 
 
At lower levels, students will be introduced to basic grammar and vocabulary and there will 
be an emphasis on equipping students with the practical language and skills that they need 
to participate in everyday situations outside the classroom. 



 

 

 
At higher levels, students’ knowledge and use of language will be extended and refined and 
there will be a focus on exam skills and academic English. Higher level groups will also 
prepare for Cambridge exams. Students at CEFR B1 will focus on PET and students at CEFR 
B2 and above will focus on either FCE or CAE.

Cost 
 
EU applicants: If you have settled status under the UK EU Settlement scheme, you may be 
eligible for a bursary.  
For EU students arriving in the UK after 31st of December 2020 and starting their course in 
September 2021 and onwards, you will be classified as international student and will need to 
apply for a student visa, your course tuition fee will be in line with international fees. 
  
International applicants: £7,500 subject to annual review

Applications 
Please apply online at www.dundeeandangus.ac.uk 
In order to be offered a place on the full-time course, applicants living locally must attend a 
group interview / information session in March or April and a testing day in June to assess 
their level of English.  Applicants living abroad will be asked to do a writing task which they 
return by email. They must then attend an information / testing day in August. All students 
will then be placed in a suitable ESOL group which may be in Gardyne Campus (Dundee) or 
Arbroath Campus.  
 
Minimum enrolment age: 18, but we accept 16 -17-year-olds who are living with a parent or 
guardian. Evidence will be required.

Qualifications and Assessment 
Learners are assessed before the beginning of the course and are placed into a class of the 
appropriate level. They have regular progress tests during the course. All students progress 
towards SQA (Scottish Qualifications Authority) Units. These are compulsory and the fees are 
paid by the college. Depending on level, students may also progress towards Cambridge 
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ESOL exams. The exams are optional, and the fees are paid by the students. These prices are 
set annually by Cambridge and are subject to change. Exams may be taken in Edinburgh at 
Basil Paterson an authorised Cambridge exam centre.

At the end of the course, all students receive a report detailing progress made and 
qualifications gained while at Dundee and Angus College.
